According to the report, Help Wanted: Projections of Jobs and Education Requirements Through 2018, from the
Georgetown University Center on Education and the Workforce, 30 percent of the 46.8 million job openings created by
2018 will require some college or a two-year associate degree. CTE is an essential component to filling these jobs
openings. We encourage you to become an active member of a Career and Technical Student Organization (CTSO). In
conjunction with the hands-on learning you receive in CTE classes, involvement in a CTSO will give you the academic
motivation and engagement to be successful in your pursuit of further education and training. According to the National
Research Center for CTE (Alfeld, C., et al., Looking Inside the Black Box: The Value Added by Career and Technical
Student Organizations to Students’ High School Experience, National Research Center for CTE, 2007) factors often
linked with student participation in a CTSO includes: higher grades, career self-efficacy and college aspirations.
